We will meet at the scout hut at 6.30pm and be back for 10pm. We will need each parent who wishes to send their child to give permission for their child to go and to sign to say they can do shotgun shooting.

The event is being hosted by Anthony Brown, he is a member of BASC (British Association of Shotgun Coaches) and regularly coaches people from the age of 10 - mature adults. Anthony will be with the scouts all night giving them one to one help with how to use the shotguns correctly.

Night hike & sleepover

On the 11th July 2014 Peter is planning a night hike. It will be about 3-4 hours in duration with regular check points so the scouts can be checked on to make sure there all ok. The reason we are doing this is to give them a new experience of walking in the dark and teaches them about night navigation.
